The footing in the Large Dressage Arena (outdoor) is sand and is 60x20 meters.  The footing in the Small Dressage Arena (indoor) is treat-
ed sand and is 40x20 meters.  Warm up area is the arena not currently used.  Stalls are permanent 10x12 or 12x12 stalls with sawdust 
bedding.  Stalls have sliding doors.  Note: Sharps container located in Lodge (Show Office) Bathroom 
 
Directions:  From Interstate 64 (I-64), take the New Baden exit #27, turn right then an immediate left behind the Love’s.  Go over the rail-
road tracks 4 miles.  This “T”s off at State Route 177.  Turn left and go 1 mile.  You will see the Equestrian Center on the left-hand side – 
long white barns with green roofs.  Weather permitted, there will be parking in the pastures – no backing required.
